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Abstract

The study aimed at following the verses of Surat Al-Rahman, interpreting it,
explaining Its meanings and the fundamentals of the Islamic faith and what it
dealt with the interpretations and studies in this aspect, as well as explaining
the pillars of Islam, which touched on the verses. With an analytical
descriptive approach, and identifing the verses under the name of the pillars
of faith. Whereas the verses of the Sura were divided into three pillars that
they talk about and indicated, namely the meaning of the surah on faith in
Allah, Almighty, - and - the unification of His Qualities and Actions by
addressing the monotheism and the signs of Godliness of Grace and His
Favors, Who challenged the jinn and mankind in the denial of any of them,
then the Jinn, then the other Day. The importance of the study lies in the
importance of the belief and that it is in the most important and honorable
science in which, the science of the founding of the existence, God, the
Almighty. And then the faith in Him and the Unification of God and love Him,
and removing the suspicion with the certainty in the presence of the jinn and
the other day including Paradise and Hellfire, as a result of what philosophers,
speakers and atheists in the faith and questioning the faith of the predecessor
of Ahlu Sunnah Wal Jama a, returning to the Quran upstream basis. The main
findings of the study are:

Surah Al-Rahman is the first Surat of Deism, where it came to the definition of
God Almighty, Ahlu Sunnah Wal Jama a mediated by a method that was the
safest and wisest and most compatible with the nature, common sense and
the Arabic language.

It was narrated in Surat Al-Rahman from the Names of Allah, the Almighty, the
Most Gracious, the Most Merciful, the Lord, and from His descriptions: The
Justice, The Science, The Survival, The Face, The Glory and Honor, Among the
acts: Educating, Creating, Uplifting and Descending.
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Jinn is an existing creature, and even the possibility of harming mankind. The

other day is a long day, not another, and begins with death, and the death of '

all beings, including the angels, unless God, Almighty, wills, after death comes
the Resurrection and the Account and the Balance is placed.

The jinn are other than the Angels and the devil is not from the Angels, and
Surah al-Rahman, the Jinn and Al-Ahqaf indicate that the jinn are charged with
the task of being commissioned. A group of them listened to the Qur'aan and
believed in it.
