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Abstract
Ash'aris Efforts to Refute Shia Rafidah Doctrine on Sahabah
(A Theological Study)

The study shed light on Ahl al-Sunnah consensus regarding
dispute over Shia Rafidah, refuted their belief in Sahabah, and
explained Ash'ari scholar's efforts in defending Sahabah. Additionally,
the study showed some of scientific legacy of Ash'ari scholars, in which
they followed strictly approaches for assuring rights to their owners.

The researcher followed an inductive research methodology, in
which he benefited from Ash'ari reference books, and some available
Shia books. He analyzed, criticized and gave his opinion in them. He
looked only into the work of early Ash'ari scholars except in some
points, and in order to enrich the research, he referred to opinions of
some Salafi scholars, and occasionally referred to others.

He referred to verses from Quran, narrations of hadiths and
mention their degrees if not authenticated, explanations of some
ambiguous words, and bibliographies of some less-known scholars.

He concluded that appreciation of Sahabah is a must, and none of
those who came after could be their equivalents. Likewise, with the fact
that Islam instructions actually reached to us entirely through Sahabah,
whoever opposes Sahabah is in fact opposes both the Messenger of
Allah - peace be upon him - and Islam. Additionally, there is no dispute
amongst Sahabah and Ahl al-Sunnah regarding order of the Righteous
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Caliphs, their merits and decent positions. Furthermore, Sahabah are
innocent from what they had been accused by Shia. And that the
exaggerated glorification by Shia about Ali, Hassan and Hussain, is vain
they would never claim for themselves, and none of Sahabah had ever
mentioned it.

He also added, the compliment that Sahabah got by Allah and His
messenger, peace be upon him, and the unanimous consensus of Al-
Salaf concerning Sahabah, and their (i.e. Sahabah) true belief are quite
enough to disperse any doubts about them.

The researcher recommended a study to refute the doctrine of
Shia through their books and contradictions, and a study of the
doctrinal dispute between Shia and Ash'ari, and Shia repulsive opinions
in Ash'ari. He additionally recommended a study to state oppositions of
Rafidah towards Quran and Sunnah regarding juristic issues. He finally
recommended a thorough research in historical books to distinguish
between truths and fabrications upon Sahabah.
