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The Abstract

The study aims at measuring the impact of the international oil prices' change -
upon oil revenues and the bank deposits resulted from excess liquidies and its reflect
upon the economic growth. The study is divided into chapters, results and
recommendations. The descriptive analytical approach is applied in this study. This
study deals with defining oil revenues and the impact of international oil prices' change
upon it in addition to the impact of the duties upon the volume of government deposits
especially within those countries that have excess liquidies and its reflections on the
economic growth.

The study has also dealt with bank deposits and the economic growth of Yemen
Republic and of Saudi Arabia as well. The study's most important conclusions are:
" 1- Oil prices' changes has directly affected the volume of oil revenues and also
affected the government financial deposits which in turn has its effect upon the
economic growth.

2- The increase of oil revenues has led to an increase in the government spending
which in turn affects the volume of economic growth.

3- The volume of Saudi Arabia's oil revenues has led to an increase in spending and in
its excess liquidies and as a result it led to an increase in the volume of government
deposits which in turn led to an increase in the rates of economic growth unlike
what has happened in Yemen Republic.
Accordingly, the study recommends: Taking the advantage of Saudi experience in
exploiting oil revenues in developing its government deposits which in turn will lead to
catalyzing the economy of Yemen which is considered to be one of the countries that
owns unexploited oil reserves and unexploited wealths, could establish excess in the

financial liquidies enables Yemen to increase greatly its economic growth rates.
