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Abstract

This study aimed to identify Hothi’s creed in the books, leaflets of
their leaders and references, and to reach the common and

different points in creeds of both groups, to elicit the relationship

between Hoothi’s creed and 12 group and to recognize the reality

of the belonging of Hoothies to Duodenales Shiite group.

The study used the comparative descriptive method; it has detailed
_ after induction — creed of both Hoothies and Duodenales Shiite
group from their original resources. Then it compared between
them and came up with some common creed origins and other
totally different, and another part they have in common in origins

of creed and the differ in branches and perceptions.

The study concluded that the Hoothi movement is always

influenced by the rebellious side of the Duodenales group, and
differed in the doctrinal side except from some creeds which they
shared totally between al-jarodiya — to which Hoothies are

belonging in the roots of creeds — and between Duodenales group;

This explains their admiration with the rebilliuos samples of b

Group and their warning = in the meantime — from applying the
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Duodenales group in Yemen instead of Zaidj doctrine. Though the
study didn’t exclude the potential that Hoothi movement is the
coming threat before the Duodenales group on Zaidi doctrine
espcailly and entire Yemen as the support Hoothies get from the
Duodenales group could not be considered as an actual support for
Zaidischool, because of the known old contradiction between the
both Zaidi doctrineand Duodenales group on. In addition to the
resistance of Zaidi school as an obstacle in the way of 12 Group
expansion in Yemen; then how could 12 group supports those
who are considered as obstacles in their power expansion way in

Yemen.

The study conclude to some recommendations to all who has a role
in ceasing and ending the Hoothies’ crisis, each according to his

location, in addition to the recommending conducting future

studies in the research subject.
