| Objectives of the Study:

The study sought to identify the role of the school administrations in
enhancing the intellectual security of secondary school students by
identifying the role that school administrations can contribute in
enhancing the intellectual security of secondary students through
activating the following fields:

Role of teacher, social worker, and its interaction with the family and
society, and activating the role of school activities, as well as identify the
challenges that limit the work of the school administration in enhancing
intellectual security among secondary school students , While revealing
the significant differences between the responses of the sample members,
if any, in determining the role of school administrations in enhancing the
intellectual security of secondary students, due to the variables (job, years
of experience).

Methodology: This study followed the descriptive method.

Study tools:

Consisted of a questionnaire of two main parts:

-The first relates to general information; the second relates to the themes
of the study. It included sixty-five paragraphs distributed on six axes: the
role of the school administration in enhancing the intellectual security of
secondary students through activating the role of the teacher:; Social,
interacting with the family and the community, and activating the role of




school activities, as well as identify challenges that limit the work of school
administrations in enhancing intellectual security among secondary school
students.

Study sample: The sample of the study consisted of (33) managers and
agents and (70) teachers of the Holy Quran and Islamic education in

secondary stage in the coast of Hadramout for the first semester of the
academic year 2017/2018.

Statistical Methods:

SPSS was used to perform statistical data processing using frequencies
- and percentages, mean and standard deviations, alpha-cronbach
equation, one way ANOVA test, and T-test.

Results of study:

The study reached several results, the most important of which are:

- There are several roles that the school administration can contribute to
enhancing the intellectual security of high school students. The order in
this study was as follows: activating role of teacher and degree of
promotion (high), and thus activating role of social worker, school
activities and finally activating role of the family and the community is all
of a degree of reinforcement (average).

*The most important challenges facing the school administration in
enhancing intellectual security were as follows:

- The impact of social media and the Internet, the absence of supporting
institutions in the treatment of cases of intellectual deviation and the
absence of students, and the lack of the school environment attractive to
students.

-The study found that there were no statistically significant differences at
the level of (0.05 = a) between the responses of the sample of the study
on the assessment of the role of the school administration in enhancing
the intellectual security according to the variable of the job in all areas of
the questionnaire, For managers and their proxies.

- The study found that there were no statistically significant differences at
the level of (0.05 = a) between the responses of the sample of the study
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on the assessment of the role of school administration in enhancing
intellectual security according to the variable years of experience in all
areas of the questionnaire.

The most important recommendations:

In light of the previous results, the researcher recommends the
following:

- The Ministry of Education adopts programs for the promotion and
supervision of intellectual security and its integration with courses.

- Develop the skills of school administrations, social workers and teachers
so that they can contribute to enhancing the intellectual security of
students correctly.

- Working to find more effective ways to activate the participation of the
family and the community with the school administration in enhancing the
intellectual security of the students.

- To establish supporting institutions specialized in the treatment of cases
of intellectual deviation and ignorance in society.

- Work to overcome the challenges facing school administrations in
enhancing intellectual security, which was approved by the sample
members to a high degree
